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Who will be invited to represent the Terra Madre delegation?
The delegation for Terra Madre 2010 will be made up of approximately 4,000 participants, consisting of producers, cooks, students, and university representatives: almost one quarter of them will represent the emerging youth food movement. All nomination forms will need to be sent no later than April 30th to the Terra Madre Organizational Committee, which will then evaluate the applicants. 

What is required of me to be considered as a delegate?

A food producer, a cook or a student must complete and submit a Terra Madre nomination form in order to be considered. All delegates will be required to attend the meeting in its entirety, whether they are food producers, cooks, students or academics. 

Shall delegates cover their travel expenses to Italy?

This depends on the country of origin of delegates: those belonging to a developing country will have their travel expenses covered by the Terra Madre Organizational Committee.

Shall delegates cover their accommodation in Italy?

All delegates attending Terra Madre will have free accommodation for the entire duration of the event.

Who can nominate a delegate?

A convivium, or a food producer/cook, or partner organizations can fill out a nomination form.

How will the delegates be chosen?

Since the overall allotment of the 2010 delegation is limited to a precise number of representatives per country and per category, the selection will be extremely selective. The process will undergo nomination reviews in order to select the most qualified ambassadors of “good, clean, and fair” values and also take into consideration geographical diversity. 

Will convivium leaders be able to attend?

Yes. As in Terra Madre 2004, 2006 and 2008, convivium leaders may attend as observers of the meeting. If a convivium leader would like to apply under one of the given delegate categories he/she is welcome to do so. 

How can I attend Terra Madre if I am not part of the official delegation?

There will be a limited allotment for partner organizations, and others to observe the meeting for a day. More information will be made available shortly. 

Will Terra Madre be held at the same time as the Salone del Gusto? 
Yes, Terra Madre and the Salone del Gusto will be held concurrently and will again be held in Turin, Italy. More information on the exact location will be made available shortly.

· May 30: Deadline for submitting the Passport, Visa and Housing form to the Terra Madre Organizational Committee for delegates proceeding from sponsored countries and needing a visa.

· June 30: Deadline for submitting the Passport and Housing Form to the Terra Madre Organizational Committee for delegates proceeding from sponsored countries but not needing a visa.
· July 30: Deadline for submitting the Flight and Housing form to the Terra Madre Organizational Committee for delegates proceeding from non-sponsored countries.
